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6.3 ADJUSTING HEIGHT

Second Step: Adjust the forefoot level with a slot screwdriver to stabilize the dishwasher
and raise it to the enclosure height.

Third Step: Adjust the rear foot level with a philips screwdriver to balance and raise the
dishwasher to the enclosure height.

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6.4 WATER SUPPLY CONNECTION

Water supply may be connected to the dishwasher in one of two ways:
- With metal braided hose.
- With copper tubing

After connections are made turn on the water supply to check for leaks.

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6.5 STEAM PROTECTION FOIL

Steam will be output when the dishwasher door is opened during the operation of the
dishwasher and after completion of the working cycle. In order to prevent the resulting
steam from collecting and damaging at the underside of the counter top, use a steam
protection foil included in the plastic bag.

6.5.1 FITTING THE PROTECTION FOIL
Clean the surface with a damp cloth before
applying steam protection to the underside
of the counter top.

7.1.1 DRAIN HOSE CONNECTION

1. Check the parts on the sink to which the drain hose will be connected.

2. There are several ways to insert the drain hose into the drain hose connector of the
sink, as shown in the following figures. You must connect the drain hose in accordance
with the water pipe installation regulations in your region.

3. Check the size of the sink’s drain hose connector. If needed, cut the drain hose so its
end fits onto the sink connector (5/8 in., 3/4 in. or 1 in. - as shown in C below). If the end
of the drain hose does not fi t onto the drain hose connector of the sink, use an adaptor
purchasable at a plumbing/hardware supply store.
4. Slide a hose clamp over the end of the drain hose. Attach the drain hose to the sink
connector, slide the hose clamp to the end of the hose, and then tighten the hose clamp.
Note : You must use a hose clamp. Failure to do so may cause water leakage.
5. If there is no air gap, make sure to hang. the middle of the drain hose well above the
sink cabinet base to prevent back flow (see Figure E below).
6. When drilling a hole for the drain hose on the cabinet wall, take caution not to damage
the drain hose by sharp edges of the hole. On wooden walls, use sanding to soften the
edges. On metal walls, use insulation tape or duct tape to cover the sharp edges around
the hole.
7. Take caution not to damage the drain hose when installing the dishwasher on the floor,
wall, or cabinet.

To prevent leaks or drainage problems, make sure the drain hose is not damaged,
kinked, or twisted.
8. Do not cut the wrinkled area of the drain hose to fit the size. When arranging the drain
hose, take caution not to contact on sharp edges of the cabinet or under-sink.

* Be careful when cutting off the end of the drain hose as there is a risk of injury.

Clean around the sink’s drain connection so that it does not damage the hose. Check for
any foreign items in the drain hose and remove them.

* When arranging the drain hose, make sure the drain hose is not cut, torn, or broken by
any sharp edges of the fl oor, the product itself, or the cabinet. A damaged drain hose
causes a leak.

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7.2 ADJUSTING THE MOVABLE TOE KICK (MODEL DEPENDING)

Now that you have successfully installed the dishwasher, you need to attach the toe kick
to the dishwasher. The two piece toe kick can be adjusted to the height and depth

needed for your kitchen. 1. A. If the height is 32 9/32" to 34 9/32"

(820 mm - 870 mm)and use short supports; adjus-
table plinth metal with 80 mm length (v), toe kick
brackets(o) are installed. Mounting is done using
Screws @ 5/32” x 7/32” (@ 4mm x 6mm) with a
Philips Screwdriver.

B. A. If the height is above 34 9/32" (870 mm) and
use short supports; adjustable plinth metal with
130 mm length (v), toe kick brackets(o) are
installed. Mounting is done using Screws & 5/32” x
7132 (@ 4mm x 6mm) with a Philips Screwdriver.

2. The adjustable plinth number
is determined according to the
required distance and assemb-
led to each other.

3. As shown in the Figure, the
cylindrical feet of the adjustable
plinth are attached to the plinth
fixing metal parts and shifted
through the cavity of the part.

3. Depending on the desired
depth, plinth locking(y) is attached
to the toe kick bracket(o).

4. Finally, Toe kick brackets(o) are
attached to the gaps under the
machine and the installation is
completed.
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7.5 INSTALLING THE OUTER DOOR (MODEL DEPENDING)

As shown in Figure A, you must measure the height and depth of the cabinetry to determine
the dimensions of the outer door.

1. The mounting plan in the plastic bag is
fixed to the inside of the Dishwasher door.

While fixing the mounting plan,

ensure that the plan is anhered to the inside
of the door.

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5- Before mounting the wooden door on the
dishwasher, mount the handle on the wooden
door as in figure C.

6- The screws located on the wooden door are
fitted with the dishwasher corresponding to the
discharges located on the door outer sheet and
are assembled as shown in Figure D.

7- As shown in Figure D,
Screws @ 5/32” x 53/32” (@ 4mm x 42,5mm)
is installed in positions L1l and V.

8- According to the weight of the assembled
wooden door, the balancing must be provided
by the mechanism shown in Figure E.

- If the wooden door is falling down, the
mechanism must be turned in the direction of
the white arrow with a philips screwdriver.

- If the wooden door is lifted upwards,

the mechanism must be turned in the direction

9- After providing the door balance, hole covers
are glued to the empty holes and the holes

are closed.
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10- Mounting brackets previously fixed to the
dishwasher are also fixed in the cabinetry with
Screws @ 5/32” x 19/32” (@ 4mm x 15mm).

11. Check whether the bottom of the door hits the toe kick of the kitchen cabinet.

- If the door hits the toe kick cut the necessary section out of the toe kick.

- Apply silicon or sealant to the cut edge of the kitchen cabinet toe kick or paint so it does
not absorb moisture.
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8. INSTALLER CHECKLIST

Your installer must have completed and
checked the following:

The dishwasher is square and level.

The dishwasher is fastened securely to the
cabinetry.

The dishwasher door opens and closes
freely. The dishwasher door must close
without hitting any cabinetry or counter top.
The inlet water supply is turned on and
checked for leaks.

The drain hose has been connected and
checked for leaks. There must be no kinks
or obstructions in the drain hose.

The drain hose must be installed with a 28"
(710mm) high drain loop for drain hook-ups
without any air removed.

If you connect the water drain hose to a
trap spigot under the sink, remove the
plastic membrane. If you do not remove
the entire membrane, remaining food can
cause a blockage in the drain hose spigot.
Ensure a hose clamp is used to secure the
hose to the spigot.

The spray arms are free and rotate freely.

e The rinse cycle has been run.
e The water level will be below the filter

screen after the end of the wash program.
It is normal to find some water in the drain
filter area.

9. FINAL INSTRUCTIONS

1.

Press the On/Off button to turn the

dishwasher on.

2. Power indicator light comes on.

3. Use the Program Select button to choose
a washing program.

4. Start the program with the Start/Pause/
Cancel button.

5. Run the dishwasher through one complete
cycle. When the wash cycle is completed,
use the On/Off button to turn the dishwasher
off.
