3 Setting up the device

WARNING

q If the appliance is installed in a very damp environ‐
ment condensate water may form on the outside of
the appliance. Always ensure good ventilation.

q The load-bearing capacity of the floor must be suffi‐
cient for the weight of the appliance plus about
544 kg (1,199 lb) of food weight.

q The electrical socket must assessed precisely to
ensure the correct position and fuse.

q Do not restrict ventilation. Sufficient ventilation is
required for the appliance to operate correctly. The
ventilation grid fitted at the factory guarantees an
effective ventilation gap on the appliance of
200 cm2 (31 in2). If you replace the ventilation grid
with a fascia, this must have at least the same size
or larger ventilation gap as the manufacturer's venti‐
lation grid.

u Note down the type (model, number), appliance
name, appliance or serial number, date of purchase
and manufacturer's address in the place provided for
this in the Use & Care Manual.

Setting up the device
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u Remove all materials that could prevent it from
being installed properly or prevent proper ventilation
from the back or the side panels of the appliance.

5 Recess dimensions
This is an under-worktop appliance and is installed
below the worktop. The kitchen cabinet surrounding
the appliance must be designed exactly in accordance
with the specified dimensions and must allow suffi‐
cient air circulation to ensure correct operation of the
appliance.

The declared energy consumption was determined with
a kitchen cabinet depth of 560 mm. The appliance is
fully functional with a kitchen cabinet depth of 550
mm but will have a slightly increased level of energy
consumption.
u Check the wall thickness of adjacent cabinets: It

must be at least 16 mm (0.63 in).
u Align the cabinets with a spirit level and a try

square. If necessary level them by putting some‐
thing underneath them.

u Ensure that the floor and the side panels of the
cabinet are at right angles to each other.

6 Cabinet door
- A door is required for the kitchen cabinet.
- The door must be at least 16 mm (3/4 in.) and

maximum 19 mm (0.75 in) thick.
- There must be a gap of at least 3 mm (0.12 in)

between the door and the cupboard door above it (if
there is one).

- The width of the cabinet door depends on the style
of the kitchen and the size of the gap between the
door panels of the cupboard. Normally a vertical gap
of 3 mm (0.12 in) should be left between the cabinet
doors.

- If there are other cabinets the top edge of the
cabinet door should be at the same height as the
doors on the adjacent cabinets.

- The cabinet door must be assembled flat and free
from tension.

Appliance dimensions
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NOTICE
An excessively heavy unit door can cause potential
damage!
If the unit door is too heavy, we cannot rule out
damage to the hinges, which may compromise the use
of the unit.
u Before installing the unit door, ensure the door does

not exceed the permissible weight.

7 Reversing the door

WARNING
Risk of bodily injury due to the door falling off.
If the fasteners are not installed with the proper
torque, the door may fall off. In addition, the door may
not close, thus impairing the cooling performance of
the appliance.
u Tightly secure the hinges along ball stud of the soft

stop mechanism by applying a torque of
4 Nm (3 ft-lb).

u Tighten the soft stop mechanism retainer firmly with
3 Nm (2 ft-lb).

u Check all screws and retighten if necessary.

Note
The door stop can only be changed if there is sufficient
space above to remove the hinge fixing bracket and fit
it on the opposite side again. This is not normally the
case when installing in a recess.
u Change the door stop before the appliance is

installed in the recess.

There is the risk of injury when doing this. Obey
the safety instructions.

The instructions apply to several models. Only
perform this step if it applies to your appliance.

Select one of the alternatives shown.

Only undo the screw. Don't take it out.

Check the screws and if necessary tighten
them.

Ventilation requirements

Fix the foam element centrally in the appliance plinth
trim.
The foam element is used to separate the incoming
and outgoing air currents and permits sufficient venti‐
lation.

Side fastening
q Installation below hard worktops such as granite.
qWith the adjusting feet completely screwed out, the

appliance is lower than the counter top.
q Requirement: Cabinet side panel for the screw

connection.

Top fastening
qWhen the adjusting feet are screwed out completely,

the appliance sits slightly tensioned below the
worktop.

q No granite top.

9.1 Assembling the appliance

Fig. 15 
u If the appliance plinth trim is already installed,

remove it from the front.
u Remove the mains cable from the back of the

appliance. Also remove the cable holder, other‐
wise there will be vibration noise!

u Position the mains cable
using a piece of string so
that the appliance can easily
be connected to the elec‐
tricity supply after it has
been built-in Fig. 16 

NOTICE
Risk of damage to delicate floors!
u Place a strip of cardboard under the height-adjust‐

able feet, approx. 4 in.x24 in.10 cm x 60 cm, one at
either side. Cut the strips out of the packaging. If the
recess heights are smaller than 826 mm cut the
strips out of a firm but thin material.

u After the appliance has been slid in, remove the
strips.

With a 600 mm (1.97 ft) wide recess: Do not use strips.

u Unscrew the rear adjusting feet with a screwdriver

and the front adjusting feet with an Allen key 8 in an
alternating manner until they are below the worktop.

u Align the appliance vertically, using a spirit level.
w The distance between the front edge of the unit side

wall and the appliance itself is 41.5  mm (1.63 in) on
both sides.

w If there is no cabinet side panel, align it with the
work top.
In units with door stop components (knobs, sealing
lips, etc.)

u Subtract the additional distance (for depth of the
door stop components) from the 41.5  mm (1.63 in)
insertion depth.

u Unscrew the rear adjusting feet with a screwdriver
and the front adjusting feet with an Allen key 8 (for
screwed in adjusting feet) or screwdriver (with
unscrewed adjusting feet) in an alternating manner
as far as possible. The maximum adjustment
distance is 60 mm (2.36 in).

w The appliance is aligned vertically
w The appliance is blocked slightly in the recess

between the floor and the worktop.

u Insert the foam element in the appliance plinth trim -

functionally important for separate air currents!

u Push the supplied stainless steel cover trim together

and place it on the white appliance plinth trim.

u With the supplied plugs, fasten the cover trim on the

right and left on the appliance plinth trim.

u Position the appliance plinth trim (2) but do not fix it

yet.
u Position the unit door and unit plinth trim for testing
u If the plinth trim (2) is visible, pull it forward as far

as possible so that the front edge of the ventilation
grid and the unit plinth trim lie flush.

u If the plinth trim (2) is covered, push it fully back.

u Make sure the ventilation slots are completely unob‐
structed: If necessary, crop the height of the unit
plinth trim (U)!

w Adjust the height of the rack (V) below the appliance
plinth trim (2) along the width of the recess (W).

u Raise the fitting aids Fig. 28 (12) to unit door height.
Bottom stop edge of ▲the fitting aid = top edge of
the unit door to be fitted.

u Unscrew the crosspiece Fig. 28 (11) by undoing the
locknuts Fig. 28 (10).

unit door using the fitting aids Fig. 29 (12).

6 mm (0.24 in) to the right.

For chipboard doors
u Secure the crosspiece Fig. 29 (11) with at least 6

screws Fig. 29 (19).
For frame and panel doors

u Secure the crosspiece Fig. 29 (11) with 4 screws
Fig. 29 (19) at the edge.

u Lift up fitting aids Fig. 29 (12), turn round and insert
into the adjacent openings.

u Attach the unit door on the adjusting bolts Fig. 31 (13)

and loosely screw locknuts Fig. 31 (10) onto the
adjusting bolts.

u Close the door.
u Check the gap between the door and the

surrounding unit doors
u To laterally align the unit door Move the unit door in

the X direction.
u To align the unit door in the Y direction (height) and

in lateral inclination: Adjust the adjusting bolts
Fig. 31 (13) with a screwdriver.

w The unit door is flush and in alignment with the
surrounding unit fronts

Installation
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u Tighten the locknuts Fig. 31 (10).

Fig. 32 
u Screwing the unit door to the appliance door.
u Drill pilot holes in the door of the unit (you could

make a preliminary hole with a bradawl)
u Screw the appliance door to the unit door with

screws through the mounting brackets.

u Align the unit door in depth Z : loosen the upper and

lower screws on the door, then move the door.
u To ensure better access to the screws below the

door, open the door approx. 45°.
u Do not allow the knobs and

sealing lips to contact the door
- important for function

u Set an air gap of 2 mm (0.08 in)
between the unit door and the
body of the unit.

u Check the fit of the door and re-adjust, if necessary
u Tighten all screws
u Tighten the locknuts Fig. 34 (10) with a hex wrench 13,

while counter-holding the adjusting bolts Fig. 34 (13)
with a screwdriver.

u Position the upper cover and snap it into place.

Check the following points to make sure the appliance
is installed correctly Otherwise, icing up, the formation
of condensate, and malfunctions can occur
w The door must close properly
w The unit door must not touch the body of the unit

10 Disposal of packaging

WARNING
Danger of suffocation from packaging materials and
films!
u Do not allow children to play with packaging mate‐

rials.

The packaging is made from recyclable mate‐
rials:
- Corrugated card/cardboard
- Parts made of foamed polystyrene
- Films and bags from polyethylene

u Take the packaging material to an official collection

11 Connecting the appliance

WARNING
Electrical shock hazard!
u Start-up should only take place once the appliance

has been installed according to these instructions.
u Electrically ground appliance.
u Do not ground to a gas pipe.
u Check with a qualified electrician if you are not sure

the appliance is properly grounded.
u Do not have a fuse in the neutral or grounding

circuit.
u Do not use an extension cord, power bar or a

multiple socket adapter.
u Do not use a power cord that is frayed or damaged.

Disposal of packaging
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WARNING
Electrical shock hazard!
This appliance is equipped with a three-prong
(grounding) polarized plug for your protection against
possible shock hazards. Electrical Grounding Required.
u Do not remove the round grounding prong from the

plug.
u Use only an grounded adapter.

- Wait 1 hour after installation before you plug in the
appliance. This allows the refrigerant and system
lubrication to reach equilibrium.

- Make sure incoming voltage is the same as the
appliance rating. A 110-120 Volt, 60 Hz, 15 Amp elec‐
trical supply (20 Amp for side-by-side installations)
circuit that is controlled by a circuit breaker or fuse
is required.

- We recommend using a dedicated circuit for this
appliance to prevent electrical overload.

- Follow all Federal, State and local electrical, fire and
building codes and ordinances when installing the
receptacle and / or the appliance.

- In some communities, a wall switch is required to
turn power to the appliance ON and OFF.

- To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or personal
injury, installation work and electrical wiring must be
done by a qualified electrician in accordance with all
applicable codes and standards, including fire-rated
construction.

- The Power Plug must be easily accessible so that
the appliance can be disconnected from the mains
quickly in an emergency. It must not be behind the
back of the appliance.

- The top of the electric outlet must be located within
2100 mm (6.89 ft) from the top of the base in the
cabinet.
