1.4 Conformity

1.5 Energy saving

enclosure or in the structure for building-in.

4 Start-up

4.1 Disposal of packaging

WARNING

5 Operation

5.1 Temperature display unit
The temperature display can be changed from °F to °C.

5.1.1 To change the unit
u To activate setting mode: Press and hold the Super‐

Cool button Fig. 2 (2) for approx. 5 s.
w The Menu symbol Fig. 2 (11) lights up.
w S is displayed in the temperature display.
u Using Up button Fig. 2 (3)/ Down button

Fig. 2 (4) select °.
u To confirm: Briefly press the SuperCool

button Fig. 2 (2).
w The temperature unit is displayed.
u To confirm: Briefly press the SuperCool

button Fig. 2 (2).
w ° flashes.
u To exit setting mode: Press On/Off button Fig. 2 (1).
-or-
u Wait 5 minutes.

w The temperature is again displayed in the tempera‐
ture display.

5.2 Child-proof lock
You can use the child-proof lock to lock the
buttons. This means that children cannot
accidentally switch off the appliance when
playing.

5.2.1 Switching on the child proof lock
u Select setting mode: Press and hold the SuperCool

button Fig. 2 (2) for approx. 5 seconds.
w S will appear on the display.
w The Menu symbol Fig. 2 (11) lights up.
u Using the Up Fig. 2 (3) or Down button Fig. 2 (4), select
c.

u Press the SuperCool button Fig. 2 (2) briefly to
confirm.
When c1 is shown on the display:

u To switch on the child proof lock, press
the SuperCool button Fig. 2 (2) briefly.

w The Child safety symbol Fig. 2 (9) lights up. c flashes
on the display.
When c0 is shown on the display:

u To switch the child proof lock off, press the Super‐
Cool button Fig. 2 (2) briefly.

w The Child safety symbol Fig. 2 (9) goes out. c flashes
on the display.

u To deactivate setting mode: Press the On/Off button
Fig. 2 (1).

-or-
u Wait 5 min.

w The temperature is again displayed on the tempera‐
ture display.

5.3 Door alarm
For fridge compartment

Start-up
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If the door is open for longer than 180
seconds, the acoustic warning sounds.
The acoustic warning stops automatically
when the door is closed

5.3.1 Switching off the door alarm
The acoustic warning can be switched off when the
door is open. The acoustic warning remains switched
off as long as the door is open. When the door is
closed, the alarm function is active again.
u Press Alarm button Fig. 2 (5).
w The door alarm stops.

5.4 SabbathMode
This function meets the religious requirements of the
Sabbath or Jewish festivals. Turn on SabbathMode to
switch off certain controls. After setting up
SabbathMode, you no longer need to worry about indi‐
cator lights, figures, symbols, displays, alarms, or fans.
The thawing cycle only operates at the specified time
without taking refrigerator use into account. After a
power outage, the appliance automatically switches
back to SabbathMode.

WARNING

If there is a power outage when SabbathMode is on,
this message is not saved. When the power is restored,
the appliance continues in SabbathMode.

5.4.1 Setting Sabbath mode

u To access the Sabbath mode function: Briefly press

the SuperCool button Fig. 2 (2).
w S flashes on the display.

When S1 is shown on the display:
u To turn on Sabbath mode, briefly press the

SuperCool button Fig. 2 (2).
When S0 is shown on the display:

u To turn off Sabbath mode, briefly press the
SuperCool button Fig. 2 (2).

u To deactivate setting mode: Press the On/Off button
Fig. 2 (1).

-or-
u Wait 5 min.

w The Sabbath Mode symbol Fig. 2 (10) appears on the
temperature display as long as Sabbath Mode is
active.

w Sabbath mode switches off automatically after 120
hours if it is not manually switched off beforehand.

5.5 Fridge compartment
The natural circulation of air in the refrigerator
compartment results in zones with differing tempera‐
tures. It is coldest directly above the vegetable
drawers and at the rear wall. It is warmest at the top
front of the compartment and in the door.

5.5.1 Refrigerating food
It is coldest directly above the vegetable drawers and
at the rear wall. The warmest areas are located in the
top front section and in the door.

WARNING

u Do not use electrical appliances inside the food

storage compartments of the appliance, unless they
are of the type recommended by the manufacturer.

u Use recyclable plastic, metal, aluminum and glass
containers and cling film to wrap foods

5.5.2 Setting the temperature
The temperature depends on the following factors:
- the number of times the door is opened
- The duration the door is opened
- the room temperature of the installation location
- the type, temperature and amount of food.
The temperature is continuously adjustable across a
range of 2 °C (36 °F) to 9 °C (49 °F), and the advisable
range is 4 °C (39 °F).

Operation
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u To set a higher temperature: press the Up button
Fig. 2 (3).

u To set a lower temperature: press the Down button
Fig. 2 (4).

w When pressed once the previously set temperature
display value will flash.

u To change the temperature in 1 °C (1 °F) increments:
briefly press the button.

u To change the temperature continuously: hold the
button down.

w The value is displayed flashing during the setting
operation.

w The actual temperature is displayed about 5 seconds
after the last press of a button. The temperature
slowly adjusts to the new value.

5.5.3 SuperCool
SuperCool is for maximum cooling. This option
is for very low temperatures:
- In the fridge compartment
Use SuperCool to quickly cool large amounts
of food.
If SuperCool is on, the fan* may come on. The appli‐
ance works at maximum refrigerating power. The
sound of the refrigeration unit may be temporarily
louder as a result.
SuperCool will use more energy than normal operation.

Activating SuperCool
u Briefly press the SuperCool button Fig. 2 (2).
w The SuperCool symbol Fig. 2 (12) lights up in the

display.
w The cooling temperature drops to the coldest value.
w SuperCool is on.
w SuperCool switches off automatically. The appliance

continues to work in normal energy-saving mode.

To prematurely switch off SuperCool
u Briefly press the SuperCool button Fig. 2 (2).
w The SuperCool symbol Fig. 2 (12) goes out in the

display.
w SuperCool is switched off.

5.5.4 Shelves
Shifting or removing shelves

CAUTION
Danger of lacerations!
The storage shelf can shatter if dropped or mishan‐
dled. You could cut yourself on the pieces of broken
glass.
u Only remove storage shelves when there is nothing

on them.

Extension stops secure the shelves against being acci‐
dentally pulled out

u Lift the shelf and pull it out towards you.
u Insert the short shelf at the height of the gallon

capacity rack so that door closes properly. It is
supported on support bars.

u Insert the shelf with the raised edge to the back
pointing upwards.

w This prevents food from contacting and freezing to
the back wall.

6 Maintenance

6.1 Thawing

6.1.1 Defrosting the refrigerator

WARNING
Appliance incorrectly defrosted!
Injuries and damage.
u Do not use mechanical devices or other means to

accelerate the defrosting process, other than those
recommended by the manufacturer.

u Do not use any electrical heating or steam cleaning
equipment, naked flames or defrosting sprays.

u Do not remove ice with sharp objects.

The fridge compartment defrosts automatically. The
defrosted water will evaporate. Water drops or a thin
layer of frost or ice can form on the back wall; this is a
completely normal part of the machine’s function.
u Clean the drain opening regularly so that the

condensation water can drain away.
(see 6.2 Cleaning the appliance)

Maintenance
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6.2 Cleaning the appliance
Clean the appliance regularly.

WARNING
Danger of electric shock.
u Unplug refrigerator or disconnect power.

WARNING
Danger of fire
u Do not damage the refrigerant circuit.

WARNING
Risk of injury or damage due to hot steam.
Hot steam can cause scalding/burns and damage to
surfaces.

u Empty the appliance.
u Disconnect the power plug.

u Clean the ventilation grilles regularly.
w Dust deposits increase energy consumption.
u Clean the plastic surfaces, outside and inside, by

hand using lukewarm water and a little dish washing
liquid.

u To clean the drain opening:
Remove deposits with a thin
instrument, e.g. a cotton bud.

u Most of the equipment parts can be dismantled for
cleaning: see the respective chapter.

u Clean the drawers by hand using lukewarm water
and a little dish washing liquid.

u The remaining fittings are dishwasher suitable.
After cleaning:
u Wipe the appliance and accessories dry.
u Connect the appliance and switch it on again.

When the temperature is sufficiently cold:
u put the food back in the appliance.

6.3 Customer service
First check whether you can remedy the fault yourself.
(see 7 Troubleshooting.) . If this is not the case, please
contact Customer Service.

cord to do this) or switch off the fuse.

7 Troubleshooting.
Your appliance is designed and manufactured for reli‐
able operation and a long lifespan. If a malfunction
nonetheless occurs during operation, please determine
if the malfunction is due to an operating error. If a
service call determines operator error, you will be
charged for the costs incurred, even during the
warranty period. You may be able to rectify the
following problems yourself:

Troubleshooting.
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Defect Cause Remedy

The appliance
does not work.

The appliance is not switched on. u Switch on the appliance.

The power plug is not properly
inserted in the wall socket.

u Check the power plug.

The fuse in the wall socket is not
OK.

u Check the fuse.

Power failure u Keep the appliance closed.
u Protect the food: place dry ice on top of the food or

use an alternate freezer, if the power failure
persists for some time.

u Do not re-freeze defrosted food.

The compressor
runs for a long
time.

When less refrigeration is required,
the speed-controlled compressor
switches to a low speed. Although
the running time is increased as a
result, energy is saved.

u This is normal in energy-saving models.

SuperCool function is activated. u The compressor runs long to rapidly cool food. This
is normal.

An LED at the
lower rear of the
appliance (near
the compressor)
flashes regularly
every 5
seconds*.

There is a fault. u Contact the customer service department
(see 6 Maintenance) .

Noises are too
loud.

The different speed levels of
speed-controlled* compressors
can cause them to generate
various noises during operation.

u These noises are normal.

A gurgling sound This sound comes from the refrig‐
erant flowing in the refrigeration
circuit.

u The sound is normal.

A faint clicking
sound

The sound always occurs when the
refrigeration unit (the motor) auto‐
matically switches on or off.

u The sound is normal.

A hum. It is
briefly a little
louder when the
refrigeration unit

switches on.

The refrigeration increases auto‐
matically when the SuperCool
function is activated, fresh food
has just been placed in the appli‐
ance or the door has been left
open for a while.

u The sound is normal.

The ambient temperature is too
high.

u Solution: (see 1.3 Range of appliance use)

A low hum The sound occurs as a result of
fan air flow.

u The sound is normal.

Vibration noise The appliance is not standing
firmly on the floor. As a result,
objects and adjoining units are set

u Check the installation and realign the appliance if
necessary.

u Move bottles and containers apart.

u Close the appliance door.

Insufficient ventilation. u Clear and clean the ventilation grille.

The ambient temperature is too
high.

u Solution: (see 1.3 Range of appliance use)

The appliance was opened too
frequently or for too long.

u Wait to see whether the required temperature
resets itself by itself. If not, contact the customer
service department (see 6 Maintenance) .

The temperature is incorrectly set. u Set to a colder temperature and check after 24
hours

The appliance is too near to a heat
source (stove, heater etc).

u Change location of appliance or the heat source.

The appliance was not properly
installed in the recess.

u Make sure the appliance was installed correctly
and the door closes properly.

The interior light
does not turn on.

The appliance is not switched on. u Switch on the appliance.

The door was open for longer than
15 min.

u The interior light automatically switches itself off
if the door remains open for approx. 15 min.

The LED interior light is faulty or
the cover is damaged: WARNING

Risk of injury from electrical shock.
Live parts are under the cover.
u The LED interior light should only be replaced or

repaired by the Customer Service department or by
engineers trained to do so.

8 Putting appliance out of
service

8.1 Vacation Tips
Short vacations: If you will be away for less than four
weeks
u Use all perishables.
Long vacations: If you will be away for a month or
more
u Remove all food from the appliance.
u Turn OFF the appliance.
u Clean the appliance (see 6.2 Cleaning the appli‐

ance) .
u Leave the door open to prevent unpleasant odors.
w This will also keep mold from building up.

8.2 Switching the device off
u Press and hold the On/Off button Fig. 2 (1) until the

display becomes dark. Release the button.
w If the appliance cannot be switched off, the Child

Safety function is still activated (see 5.2 Child-proof
lock) .

8.3 Decommissioning
u Empty the appliance.
u Switch off the appliance (see 8 Putting appliance

out of service) .

u Pull out the power plug.
u Clean the appliance (see 6.2 Cleaning the

appliance) .

u Leave the door open to prevent bad smells.

9 Disposal

9.1 Preparing the appliance for
disposal

WARNING
Risk of child entrapment!
Before you throw away your old refrigerator or freezer:
u Take off the doors.
u Leave the shelves in place so that children may not

easily climb inside.

Liebherr uses batteries in some of its appli‐
ances. You should remove these before
disposal of the old appliance for environ‐
mental reasons. If your appliance contains
batteries, a corresponding notice is
attached to the appliance.

Lamps If you can remove the lamps yourself
without destroying them, also remove these
before disposal.

u Take the appliance out of operation. (see 8.3 Decom‐
missioning )

u Appliance with batteries: Remove the batteries. For
description, see Maintenance chapter.

Putting appliance out of service
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u If possible: Remove lamps without destroying them.

9.2 Disposing of the appliance in an
environmentally friendly manner

The appliance still contains
valuable materials and must
be collected separately from
unsorted municipal waste so
it can be recycled.

Dispose of batteries sepa‐
rately from the old appliance.
Certain batteries should NOT
go in household garbage or
recycling bins. Waste
batteries can always be recy‐
cled or taken to household
hazardous waste collection
points. To prevent fires from
lithium-ion batteries, tape
battery terminals and/or
place batteries in separate
plastic bags and never put
these batteries in household
garbage or recycling bins.

Lamps Dispose of removed lamps via
the respective collection
systems.
